Who First Knew ‘The Mystery Of Christ’?
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Notice that in Ephesians 3:5, the "apostles" came before the "prophets". However, in Israel's doctrine and history, Israel's "prophets" came long before Israel's "apostles" (Deuteronomy 18:15-19, Romans 1:2, Matthew 10:1-5). Also notice that the body of Christ "apostle", Paul (Acts 14:4,14), came before the body of Christ "prophets" (1st Cor.12:28,29, 14:29,32, Eph.2:20, 3:5, 4:11). Also, the body of Christ apostles ARE PLURAL: Paul, Barnabas, Silvanus, and Timotheus (Romans 11:13, Acts 14:4,14, 1st Thessalonians 1:1 and 2:6). 

Therefore, in Ephesians 3:5, "the sons of men" to which "the mystery of Christ" "was NOT made known" were Israel, and Israel's prophets and apostles (Moses, the 12) from which it had been kept secret (Romans 16:25). But, His "holy apostles and prophets" unto whom the mystery of Christ "is NOW REVEALED" are: Paul, Barnabas, Silvanus, and Timotheus in the body of Christ, and the body of Christ prophets in 1st Cor.12:28,29, 14:29,32, Eph.2:20, 3:5, 4:11. Paul's salvation gospel was a mystery before Christ revealed it to Paul. Israel's prophets and twelve apostles did not know it before Christ revealed it to Paul.
