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Romans 10:1, 11:5 and 1st Corinthians 9:20 explain Paul's driving force in the Acts period. Paul wanted to save Jews and God-fearing Gentiles from unbelieving Israel into the body of Christ before they were blinded and castaway at the end of Acts. But that won't persuade "Acts 28ers" or"Pentecostals" who are infatuated with what they think they found.You know that "seekers find." Seekers of a thrill will find a thrill.Seekers of the truth, will find the truth. If they never had a desire to find the truth of God's word, they need prayer, not arguments. 


We look at Paul's Acts period activities from having seen what followed in the post Acts period.But, to understand why Paul went to the Jew first, look at what had come before Paul, and before God started his abundance of revelations to Paul. Paul did not receive all the information at one time, or even in one year's time.  To see Paul's viewpoint at the time he was saved and sent with the gospel of God, look at Israel's history (Leviticus 20:24-26). One of the things that God waited for a while to change was who would be the object of God's workings with mankind. Ever since Genesis 12, God was working with mankind THROUGH ISRAEL (the Jew first). God did not change that until the provision He announced to Paul in the temple vision was later enacted. I believe we find the notice of that in Philippians 4:15-16, showing that Paul was first sent to all men with the gospel of the grace of God in Acts 20:6. 


The issue remains of what message of salvation was preached, when. But Ephesians 1:12-13 clears that up pretty well. Paul's believers believed the same saving message before (Ephesians 1:12) he was sent to all men (the real dividing point) as the saving message that Paul's believers believed after(Ephesians 1:13) Paul was sent to all men. The name of that saving message was changed because the message was being dispensed to a much wider audience as the gospel of the grace of God. But the saving message was the same as Paul was saved by, and we are saved by (1st Corinthians 15:1-4).
