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The gospel of John was written about a time when whosoever would follow the plan of salvation therein, would be saved. The problem for us today is that God was offering salvation on different conditions then, that He does after Israel fell in Acts 7. The plan of salvation for those in the gospel of John (before Acts 9) was to believe on the "Lord" "Jesus" "Christ" to be given "POWER TO BECOME" the sons of God. What they were to believe is listed in the Old Testament, including the Mosaic Law, circumcision, the Sabbath, enduring to the end to be saved, etc, and in the time of Christ's earthly ministry, they also had to believe what the heavenly Father spelled out in Matthew 16:16 and 16:21. Matthew 16:16 "And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God." Matthew 16:21 "From that time forth began Jesus to shew unto his disciples, how that he must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day." Israel failed at believing God's requirement about their Messiah (Deuteronomy 18:18-19). So, in Acts 9, God set up a new pattern of salvation that is only spelled out in Paul's epistles and sermons. It is most clear in:
1 Corinthians 15:1 Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand;
1 Corinthians 15:2 By which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain.
1 Corinthians 15:3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;
1 Corinthians 15:4 And that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures ....
That later plan of salvation is not anywhere in Genesis through Acts 8. Of course, this makes no sense to those who, instead of studying and believing the Bible, believe a man who told them that there is only one gospel of salvation in the Bible.
God made divisions from Genesis 1 through Revelation 21. Those who separate from God's plan are inviting confusion and distress. In John 21:20-22, and in 2nd Timothy 2:15, God even said to find and make the same divisions that He already made. 2 Timothy 2:15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
